A new component of the PPMI support program started in 2013 was the addition of an Annual Conference

for pastors’ wives. This component is critical to the mission of PPMI in providing holistic support to pastors
in their ministry. These gifted women are essential to the success of our community-based ministries but
seldom have a chance for formal education or personal growth. Around 95% of our pastor’s wives have
attended middle school, but few have completed high school. Providing opportunities for growth indicates
value and encouragement. The pastor’s wives studied the book of Ruth, prayer, and had some special prayer
times during the conference in 2013.

This summer, PPMI plans to hold its second annual conference for pastors’ wives in India. In order to
continue the development of our program for pastors’ wives, we hope to provide a sewing machine for each
participant. The pastor’s wife is an integral part of the community and serves as a key leader in many ways.
A sewing machine would afford a basic tool for each household and would provide the context for additional
education and skill development. Afternoon sessions at the 2014 Annual Conference would provide training
on new skills in sewing and clothing construction.
